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Studies in Phonological Formation of the
Arabic Language Structure (0201713)

This course aims to study the linguistic
structure of the Arabic word, including
phonetic units, morphological patterns,
phonetic changes, and their impact on word
formation. It also discusses rules related to
nouns, verbs, suffixes, and their influence on
inflection and phonetic formation. Additionally,
it addresses issues such as the “Hamza”, double
diacritics, noun inflection, derivation
mechanisms, gender and number expression,
and how to apply the latest phonetic data to the
Arabic word.
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Seminar on Quranic Recitations (0201730)

This course aims to provide students with a
comprehensive understanding of Quranic
recitations, including their history, sources,
types, and linguistic meanings. It also explores
the relationship between variant and common
recitations and the science of language in terms
of sound, grammar, morphology, and
semantics. Additionally, it discusses the
benefits of studying recitations in
understanding both classical and modern
dialects, considering these dialects as part of
the Quranic linguistic heritage and a
prerequisite for correct recitation.
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Seminar on the Fundamentals of Arabic
Grammar and its Theories (0201760)

This course aims to explore the fundamentals
of Arabic grammar, such as the nominal
sentence, morphological analysis, auditory
perception, ellipsis, and citation. Additionally,
it elucidates various grammatical phenomena
and the reasons behind changes in grammar. It
also examines different types of auditory
perception and morphological analysis,
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spanning from the common to the rare, and
delves into traditional approaches to
contemporary experiments, including attempts
to revolutionize these fundamentals, starting
from the era of Al-Qurtubi to modern Arab
scholars.

Seminar on Linguistic Jurisprudence
(0201769)

This course delves into the Arabic language,
comparing it with other languages within the
Semitic family. It explores its sounds, structure,
and the changes it has undergone, as well as
common vocabulary shared between Arabic
and other languages. Furthermore, it analyzes
linguistic evolution laws and the changes
occurring at the level of sounds, words,
sentences, and texts, such as the laws of ease,
facilitation, and erroneous analogy.
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Seminar in Contemporary Linguistics
(0201770)

This course aims to explore contemporary
linguistics and its modern schools of thought,
such as traditional schools and the distinctions
between them and educational, structural, and
generative transformational schools in their
various stages: the first stage, the second stage,
and post-Chomskyan stage. It delves into the
theory of linguistic pattern conflict,
differentiating between deep and surface
structures, and applying these theories to
Arabic language across its various levels of
sounds, structures, and meanings.
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Approaches to Contemporary Studies in
Linguistic (0201798)

This course aims to explore the approaches
used in modern linguistic studies and relate
them to Arabic linguistics, including standard,
descriptive, interpretive descriptive, historical,
comparative, and statistical approaches. It
illuminates how Arab scholars have influenced
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these methodologies through their study of the
Arabic language.

Seminar on Arabic Morphology (0201715)

This course focuses on exploring important
topics in Arabic morphology such as how
words change to express masculine or feminine
forms, extracting words from their roots,
forming new words, and using letters to add
new meanings to words. Additionally, it
addresses other subjects like proportionality,
diminution, and how to form various plural
forms. It also discusses distinctive phenomena
like non-conventional words and the
relationship between grammar rules,
morphology, and sentence structure.
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Seminar on Arabic Lexicography and
Terminology (0201731)

This course delves into Arabic dictionaries,
covering their origins, types, and evolution.
Additionally, it explores the study and
development of terminology in various fields
such as grammar, morphology, and rhetoric. It
also addresses the challenges of translating
modern terminologies and the role of the
Arabic language academies in this regard.
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Seminar on Comparative Linguistics
(0201754)

This course focuses on studying linguistic
topics in the Arabic language compared to
other languages within the Semitic language
family. These topics include sound changes,
plural forms, roots and derivations, contrasts,
and lexical commonalities between Arabic and
other languages. Additionally, the study
examines the similarities and differences
between the compared languages across all
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linguistic aspects, including phonetics,
morphology, syntax, and semantics.

Seminar on Sociolinguistics (0201755)

This course aims to comprehend the concept of
sociolinguistics and its related topics. These
topics encompass factors influencing language
usage such as age, gender, topic, education,
profession, social status, and cultural context. It
also delves into social linguistic norms like
unacceptable expressions in language and their
impact on language development. Moreover,
the study discusses how society affects word
meanings, the relationship between language,
dialect, and multilingual communities. It
further emphasizes on significant linguistic
phenomena such as arrangement, delay,
repetition, and systemic theory.
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A Seminar on Contemporary Issues in the
Arabic Language (0201758)

This course aims to study various issues related
to the Arabic language in the contemporary
age. The instructor selects one or more topics
to delve into, such as language diglossia and
Arabizing education, the Arabic language and
modern civilization, Arabic writing and its
challenges, facilitating grammar and
morphology, historical dictionaries, and more.
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Seminar on the Linguistic and Rhetorical
Inimitability of the Quran (0201759)

This course aims to study the aspects of
inimitability through analyzing words and
sentences in the Quranic text, the positioning of
words within the Quranic structure, the concept
of a sentence and its criteria, as well as the
manifestations of inimitability in composition,
implication, and various aspects of sentence
inimitability such as conciseness, imagery,
coherence, and harmony. It also explores the
style of expression and its characteristics in the
Quranic text, the harmony between wording
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and meaning, and the rhetorical phenomena it
presents, such as exposition, repetition, and
interrogation.

Seminar on Discourse Analysis (0201761)

This course discusses issues related to
linguistic meanings, such as lexical meaning,
contextual meaning, vertical and horizontal
linguistic relations, semiotics and meaning, and
grammatical and morphological meanings. It
also explores the contributions of classical
Arab linguists to the field of semantics. As for
the concept of meaning in a modern context, it
is also addressed by transformational
generative linguists. It studies the deep and
surface structures of meaning, as well as
semantic fields and linguistic relationships like
co-reference, synonymy, antonymy, and
contrast, within the framework of modern
vision of thought in this field.
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Special Topics in Language (0201777)

The instructor chooses a specific linguistic
topic to delve into, and the students prepare
research papers on this topic. Some examples
of these topics include the Arabic verb form,
linguistic units, grammatical case markings,
syntactic structures, linguistic and grammatical
analysis, one of the linguistic schools, the
descriptive approach in Sibawayh’s
methodology, the standard approach in Arabic
grammar, archaic Arabic dialects, classical
Arabic dialects, morphological issues, and
more.
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Seminar on Arabic to English Translation
and Vice Versa (0201780)

This course focuses on translating texts from
Arabic to European languages and vice versa.
It covers scientific and objective translation, as
well as the historical stages of Arabic linguistic
study.
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Seminar on Textual Identification and its
Approaches (0201789)

This course discusses the methods of
investigating, understanding, and publishing
classical texts. It involves familiarizing oneself
with the principles of the text, manuscript
traditions, collection methods, verification
techniques, various investigative approaches,
documentation methods including title, author's
name, and book name, attributing the text to its
author, examining its content, processing texts,
identifying errors and definitions, addressing
the illusions of investigators, presenting an
edited text, and applying these methods to
manuscripts.
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
