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Courses Description
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This course considers the general theory of
both the crime and the penalty .It begins
with the definition and functions of the
criminal law and its relationship with other
branches of law. A reference is also made to
main elements of any crime and to the main
types of crimes. The discussion moves then
to the penalty, including the main types of
penalties, the purpose of punishment and the
circumstances because of which the
punishment can be increased or decreased.
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
