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Courses Description

This course deals with the definition of
international humanitarian law and its basic
principles. It also covers the relationship
between this law and the international law of
human rights . This course gives a general
background about the orgins , nature and
sources of international Humanitarian law
including ( Geneva and Hague Conventions)
and the structure of the ICRC and other
committees . Moreover, this course mainly
concentrates on the implementation, and
application of this law on international and
non international conflicts and the group of
peoples who will be benefited from this
protection including the captures, and the
civilians. It also covers the new attitude
towards codifying humanitarian law.
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
