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This course covers the definition and

development of administrative judiciary in
France, Egypt, and Jordan. It mainly concentrates
on the principle of legality and its main
implications especially the judiciary control over
the administrative decisions. A reference is made
in this course in particular to position in Jordan in
the light of the High Court of Justice Act 1992
which includes the main ground upon which
administrative decisions can be challenged and
the requirements to have access to the judiciary
to challenge illegal administrative actions . This
course also aim at studying the high judiciary
court of justice through discussing its powers, its
characters. It also covers the abrogation suit in

Jordan .
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
