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Courses Description
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This  course contains the criminal
jurisdiction in terms of the formation of the
courts and the terms of its competence as
well as the rules of trial proceedings and
remedies of appeal in terms of its conditions
formal and substantive, and its effects and
the role of the Court of Appeal to decide on
the appeal formal and substance. It also
examines appeal against opposition in terms
of its scope and its effects, and to appeal
before the Court of Cassation as an unusual
way in terms of its conditions and its effects
and scope of the Court of Cassation's
control over it, and a re-trial as a way of
exceptional appeal in terms of the nature
and situations and then appeal against the
order in writing.

As well as the study of the theory of
nullification in terms of the nature of
invalidity and doctrines, scope and applied
in accordance with the jurisprudence of the
Court of Cassation.
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
