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This course is divided into two parts :

General Section: Which concerns the general
theory of arbitration, particularly its nature,
types, procedures and its relationship with
national courts in the light of the Jordanian law
and international and regional agreements.

Private Section: Will concentrate on an
analytical and comparative study of one of the
subjects of the general part, such as:

- Recognition and enforcement of foreign
arbitration agreement's.

- Or enforcement of foreign arbitral awards
under the New York convention of 1958.

- Or the supervision and control role of the
Jordanian courts in relation to the arbitral
awards.
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
