Brief Synopsis of Research:
The thesis examined nurses’ roles in heath promotion in a large teaching hospital in Jordan. Using a case study design and triangulated methods approach, the study involved four phases. The first phase examined nurses’ role in health promotion using focus group discussions (n=8), non-participant observations and semi-structured questionnaires. The second phase focused on patients’ understanding of health and health promotion using focus group discussions (n=8). The third phase examined health promotion from the perspective of hospital stakeholders and a nursing educationalist. The fourth phase included documentary review of nurses’ job descriptions and nursing philosophy of care.  The thesis develops a conceptual model illuminating Jordanian hospital nurses’ role in health promotion together with contributing factors.
