Islamic periods.
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Bilad al —Sham in the Arab-Islamic Eras 1603104
The aim of this course is to introduce students to the geography of the Bilad al-Sham and its cultural
role during the Arab-Islamic eras. It focuses on the origin and development of the Nabataean culture (rock
graving, religious, hydraulic system) Palmyrene and Ghassanid culture. Study of religious, civil, and military
architecture of the Islamic states of the Bilad al-Sham. The Umayyads, Abbasids, Ayyubids, Fatimids,

Mamluks and Ottomans. This course will be supported by slides and visits to archaeological sites.
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Introduction to Archaeology (1603111)

_The Course aims at providing students with the general principles of Archaeology.

The course includes: The definition of archaeology; the archaeological Schools and their
publications; pioneers of archaeology; general procedures of excavations; objectives of
excavations; the layout of an excavation: staff, tools and equipments; definition of excavation
terms; general archaeological techniques in excavation; stratigraphy; material culture registry;
photography and drawing k specialists required in the field; and how the uncovered objects can
be studied, restored, preserved and displayed in museum.

Class—members will visit sites under digging in order to notice practical procedures that

must be followed during excavation.
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Introduction to Anthropology (1603112)

The course consists of an exposition of the various branches of anthropology and their links with
the economic, cultural, political, and educational aspects of human life. It explains topics such as
human genetics and evolution, races, and environmental adaptation. It also discusses social

anthropology, its methodology, goals and its relations with other sciences.
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Introduction to the Ancient Art 1603114

The purpose of this course is to define art and its function and development through ancient ages. It includes the

art of prehistoric ages, imitation of nature, and fertility role in development of recreational art. Arts of the Bronze

Age, drawing and decoration on pottery vessels, ritual vessels, fresco in the Mesopotamian. Egyptian art, Canaanite

and Aramaic arts, Classical and Roman arts. arts Islamic arts, Medieval arts, and Reconnaissance Arts.

This course will be supported by slides and visits to museums as well as writing reports.
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Levant in the Stone Ages (1603115)

through the Chalcolithic periods. The flora and fauna of the ancient environment of the Levant. It discusses the
characteristics of each period that includes, Architecture, chipped stone industry, Ground stone industry, Burial

Practices, Ornaments, Arts, the social life and community living.

rocks, organics, and the way to protect these objects.
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Ancient Pottery in English of 1603310

The objective of this course is to provide students with a comprehensive knowledge regarding the
manufacturing as well as the development of pottery industry in the Levant.

The course includes the study of origins and types of clay preparation, the three major elements of pottery
analysis: material, form and decoration, pottery firing and glazing, pottery registration process, the role of the
ceramist in the field, the development of pottery industry and function through the ancient archaeological periods.
Pottery and chronology in the Levant.

The practical part of the course will include writing term papers illustrating the major pottery techniques which

have been discussed in the class, Surveys of ceramic resources, and visits to neighboring local potters.
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Nabataean Archaeology 1903312

The objective of this course is to provide students with the Nabataean civilization, sculpture,

inscription, religion, commercial, Nabataean cities, Petra, Hejra, Negeb, Horan.
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Byzantine Archaeology 1603318

The objective of this course is to provide students with the civilization and Archaeology of Byzantine period, study
the rise of the Christianity, political and the administration of Byzantine period, study the religion, the Architecture
of churches Ivory, Iconoclastic, Manuscript, textile.
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Classical Architecture 1603313
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The objective of this course to study the classical Architecture the type of Architecture, study the plane of classical

cities, towers, gates, colonnaded street, theaters, Temples, Baths gymnasium, Houses, study the Doric, lonic,

Corinthian design.
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Islamic Architecture (1603314)

The aim of this course is to deal with the architectural elements of the Arab pre-Islamic period and focusing on the
orientalist’s theories off the Islamic architecture. It concentrates on the study of mosques such as the Prophets
(Peace be up on him) Mosque in al-Medina, and the Agsa Mosque in the Dome of the Rock, Jerusalem, the
Mosque of Ahmad bin Tulun in Egypt, the Mosque of Gordova, the Mosque of al-Qairawan, the Mosque of Samara.
Also, it discusses the architectural element such as the dome, the arch, the Minaret, the pulpit, the mihrab, the
nave, the Islamic Castles such as Ajlun Castle, al-Karak Castle, al-Agaba Castle, Aleppo Castle and Damascus

Castle, and focuses on the Islamic Mausoleums.
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The Islamic Urbanization (1603320)
This course concentrates on the beginning of the Islamic Urbanization, the plan of the Islamic cities and the
circumstances of their appearance. Study of some of these cities such as al-Basra, al-Kufa, al-Fustat, Wasit, Ayla,

al-Qairawan, Baghdad, Samarra, al-Quds and, al-Zahra. This course will be supported by slides, visiting Islamic

cities and writing papers.
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Special Topic in Classical Archeology 1603323
This course aims to introduce students to classical antiquities in the world in general and in Jordan in
particular, to increase the student's knowledge of a specific aspect of the classical period. Research paper

and slideshow.
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Heritage resource management 1603325
This course aims to introduce students to classical antiquities in the world in general and in Jordan in particular, to

increase the student's knowledge of a specific aspect of the classical period. Research paper and slideshow
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Communication Skills in English 1603326

The objective of this course is to develop the students' ability in spoken English with special
focus on the pronunciation and speech, words, phrases, and sentences. Suprasegmentals
(stress, rhythm, and intonation) will also be emphasized. The first half of the course includes
teaching the phonetic features of English sounds. The phonotactics of English, as well the major
differences in stress patterns and intonation contours between Arabic and English. The second
half includes practicing actual communicative activities, including listining comprehension, asking

and answering questions, inquiring, and telling direction, etc.
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The practical part the course will utilize the language lab to use authentic audio-visual

material and simulation of tourist guiding.

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Antiquities of ancient Egypt 1603333

This course aims to introduce students to the main elements of the ancient Egyptian civilization,
starting from the pre—dynastic era until the beginning of the Hellenistic period, with a focus on
religious and civil architecture, arts of all kinds, and the construction of the pyramids, and
addressing the economic and social lives and the relationship of Egypt with the Levant during the

time periods. different
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Tourism and Hotel Management: 1603334

The Objective of this course is to provide student with the History of the Tourism Industry, classification &
kind of Tourism, Tourism in national Economy, Tourism Demand & supply, seasonal Tourism, The Behavior of
Tourist, The Management Tourism Demand, The policies of Hotel Management & Supervision, Tourism & hotel
Marketing, services, and the hotel.

Class members will practice the above mentioned at appropriate hotel & Travel Agency.
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Tourist Guidance
The objective of this course is to train and get students involved in the tourism industry by practicing the
knowledge they obtained from Tourism Management courses.
The course includes tours to the most important tourist resort areas in Jordan. Students should be introduced
to the tourist facilities that Jordan possesses.

Class—members have to write series of reports in English about the places they have visited.
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A Special Topic in Numismatic 16053341

The objective of this course to provide students how to use Gold, Silver Bronze, to make coins,

study one period and the coins of this period.
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Islamic and Arabic Inscriptions 1603342
The objective of this course to study the rise and developments of Arabic writing from the

Nabataean alphabets to the late Islamic inscription.
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Archaeology of Mesopotamia 1603344

The aim of this course is to introduce the students to the cultural achievements of Mesopotamia.
It includes the study of geography and trade routes and their influences on settlements, summary
of stone ages ,Chalcolithic age, the culture of Hassuna, Tall Halaf, al-Ubaid, the Sumerians and
their cultural achievements. The Akkadian culture, the Babylonian and Assyrian cultures, their arts

and laws. The course will be supported by slides and writing papers.
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Survey, Drawing and Photography 1603414

The purpose of this course is to introduce students to the basic elements of the survey, drawing
and photography and their application in the archaeological digging. In addition, this course will
focus on the theoretical side of how to use the drawing facilities and applying that in the site. It
concentrates on how to use cameras and photographing the archaeological vessels as well as

drawing architectural walls and finds, the types of cameras and the size of lenses.
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Muesology (1693415)

The objective of this course to study the definition and important of the museum, the role of
preservation the heritage of nation, study the design, organization, display, lights, and the kind of
materials which should display, the ways which use it to preserved the objects from damaged or
destroyed, study the role of administration to have good security for archaeological objects and

study the analysis of restoration and how to protect these objects.
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The Arabian Peninsula 1603417

The objective of this course to study the geographical and geological location of Arabia

Peninsula, and historical and archaeological period, study the Kingdome of ancient Delmon and

the relationship between this Kingdome and Egypt, Mesopotamia, and Levant, study also the

politics and commercial and the reflection of that to Nabataean civilization
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Archaeological Texts (in English) 1603422

The objective of this course is to help students develop their English, and use and
comprehend more archaeology terminology.

The course includes studying selected articles in Archaeology representing all the
archaeological periods that Jordan has witnessed through its
past.

Class—members will translate articles in archaeology and make comments on their contents.
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Ssustainable tourism 1603431

This course aims to introduce students to the concept of sustainability, its elements and
components, the role of official and civil organizations, the local community, civil society
institutions and owners of tourism investments in the development of sustainable tourism, and to
highlight and evaluate the strategies used, and the importance of integrating and involving local
communities in tourism activity. The practical side of the course includes field visits to tourism

projects of the Royal Society for the Conservation of Nature.
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Field— Training in Excavations 1603433

The objective of this course is to make students practice the excavation techniques they have
gained in the Introduction to Archaeology.

The course includes pre—excavation preparation, general principles of excavation, general
archaeological techniques in digging, stratigraphy, photographing, drawing, collecting objects,
taking samples, and material culture recording

Class—members will participate in one of the neighboring diggings and are expected to write reports

in English about their contribution.

Students are expected to learn
about planning processes and techniques needed to improve local community and tourism interest.
In addition to addressing the issue of enhancing cooperation between the private sector, local

communities and the state.
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Archaeological research method 1603434

This course aims to introduce students to the research method in archaeological studies, and
scientific research is considered the basis for the development of any field of knowledge,
theoretically and practically. This article discusses the emergence and development of archeology

from a science that depends on description to a science that depends on analysis, interpretation
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and comparison to understand the different stages of the development of human thought and
culture. The course focuses on the beginnings of scientific interests in archeology in Jordan. The
course also deals with methods of excavation and archaeological research, publishing the results

of field archaeological activities, and preparing research in archeology.
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
